Combining
structural steel, light gauge trusses, a standing
seam metal roof, stucco, brick veneer and storefront
windows accented with aluminum “fins,” the
building boasts a fresh, contemporary appearance.
Living quarters can accommodate up to 10 firemen
with quarters that include a fully-equipped kitchen
along with locker, weight and living rooms. Overall,
