PROJECT NOTES

In support of a future $65M facilities expansion,
the North Oaks Medical Center parking garage is
a 3-story, vertical-formed, cast-in-place concrete
parking structure designed to add 420 additional
parking spaces for doctors, nurses and staff. The
foundation is comprised of 63-foot deep Augercast
piles in order to avoid vibrations that might
potentially disrupt ongoing hospital operations
caused by driving piles or drilling shafts. DHC was
successful in avoiding any outages or interruptions
during this construction phase of the project. In
all, 9,000 cubic yards of concrete were poured
weekly at midnight to overcome heat and maintain
design strengths. Overall, construction methods

exceeded designer and owner expectations.
